*Miss and Little Miss categories must have a minimum of 3 contestants each category in order to participate in the
National Peanut Pageant. This requirement is set by the National Peanut Pageant Committee.



Categories and Qualifications

Future Little Miss Ozark Qualifications

Contestants must be between the ages of 4-5 years old and not eligible for Little Miss Ozark.
Contestants cannot hold the title of Future Little Miss Ozark and the title in another town or city at the same time.

Little Miss Ozark Qualifications

Contestants must be in the first grade and eligible to enter the second grade for the 2025-2026 school years.
Contestants must be at least 6 years old but not more than 8 years old by October 1, 2025. (This date is subject to change
after the NPF Pageant Committee sets the date for the 2025 NPF Pageant.)

Contestants must be a student at an Ozark City School or have an Ozark, Alabama address verifiable by the United
States Postal Service.

Contestants cannot hold the title of Little Miss Ozark and a title in another city or town at the same time

Petite Miss Ozark Qualifications

Contestants must be in the 2nd or 3rd grade.
Contestants cannot hold the title of Petite Miss Ozark and a title in another city or town at the same time.

Young Junior Miss Qualifications
Contestants must be in the 4th or 5th grade.
Contestants cannot hold the title of Young Junior Miss Ozark and a title in another city or town at the same time.

Junior Miss Ozark Qualifications

Contestants must be in the 6th, 7th or 8th grade.
Contestants cannot hold the title of Junior Miss Ozark and a title in another city or town at the same time.

Teen Miss Ozark Qualifications

Contestants must be in the 9™ or 10" Grade and not 16 years of age (by the date set by the NPF Pageant Committee).
eligible for the title of Miss Ozark. At this time the date set is October 1, 2025. (This date is subject to change due to
the NPF Pagenat Committee.)

Contestants cannot hold the title of Teen Miss Ozark and a title in another city or town at the same time.

Miss Ozark Qualifications

Contestants must be at least sixteen (16) but not over nineteen (19) years of age by October 1, 2025. (This date is
subject to change after the NPF Pageant Committee sets the date for the 2025 NPF Pageant.)

Contestants must be of good moral character, single, never married and must never have had a child.
Contestants cannot hold the title of Miss Ozark and a title of another town or city at the same time.

Contestants must be a student in an Ozark City School or have an Ozark address verifiable by the USPS.

The Little Miss Ozark and Miss Ozark categories are CLOSED categories, as required by
National Peanut Pageant requirements. See category qualifications.

Future Little Miss Ozark, Petite Miss Ozark, Young Junior Miss Ozark, Junior Miss Ozark,
and Teen Miss Ozark are OPEN Pageants.
